1 Thess. 4.13-end 

The Coming of the Lord 
13 But we do not want you to be uninformed, brothers and sisters, about those who have died, so 

that you may not grieve as others do who have no hope. 14For since we believe that Jesus died 

and rose again, even so, through Jesus, God will bring with him those who have died. 15For this 

we declare to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive, who are left until the coming of 

the Lord, will by no means precede those who have died. 16For the Lord himself, with a cry of 

command, with the archangel’s call and with the sound of God’s trumpet, will descend from 

heaven, and the dead in Christ will rise first. 17Then we who are alive, who are left, will be caught 

up in the clouds together with them to meet the Lord in the air; and so we will be with the Lord for 

ever. 18Therefore encourage one another with these words. 
 

Matthew 25.1-13 

The Parable of the Ten Bridesmaids 
25‘Then the kingdom of heaven will be like this. Ten bridesmaids took their lamps and went to 

meet the bridegroom. 2Five of them were foolish, and five were wise. 3When the foolish took their 

lamps, they took no oil with them; 4but the wise took flasks of oil with their lamps. 5As the 

bridegroom was delayed, all of them became drowsy and slept. 6But at midnight there was a 

shout, “Look! Here is the bridegroom! Come out to meet him.” 7Then all those bridesmaids got up 

and trimmed their lamps. 8The foolish said to the wise, “Give us some of your oil, for our lamps 

are going out.” 9But the wise replied, “No! there will not be enough for you and for us; you had 

better go to the dealers and buy some for yourselves.” 10And while they went to buy it, the 

bridegroom came, and those who were ready went with him into the wedding banquet; and the 

door was shut. 11Later the other bridesmaids came also, saying, “Lord, lord, open to us.” 12But he 

replied, “Truly I tell you, I do not know you.” 13Keep awake therefore, for you know neither the day 

nor the hour.

The New Heaven and the New Earth 
21Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth had passed 

away, and the sea was no more. 2And I saw the holy city, the new Jerusalem, coming down out 

of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 3And I heard a loud voice 

from the throne saying, 

‘See, the home of God is among mortals. 

He will dwell with them; 

they will be his peoples, 

and God himself will be with them; 
4 he will wipe every tear from their eyes. 

Death will be no more; 

mourning and crying and pain will be no more, 

for the first things have passed away.’ 
5 And the one who was seated on the throne said, ‘See, I am making all things new.’ Also he 

said, ‘Write this, for these words are trustworthy and true.’ 6Then he said to me, ‘It is done! I am 

the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end. To the thirsty I will give water as a gift from 

the spring of the water of life. 7Those who conquer will inherit these things, and I will be their God 

and they will be my children.
