2 Peter 3.8-15a

8 But do not ignore this one fact, beloved, that with the Lord one day is like a thousand years,
and a thousand years are like one day. °The Lord is not slow about his promise, as some think
of slowness, but is patient with you, not wanting any to perish, but all to come to

EXTRACT FROM UK GOVRMENT REGULATIONS:
Summarising the position for places of worship

People must follow the restrictions on social mixing set out by their area’s local
restriction tier and adhere to social distancing between households. In Tier 2 and Tier 3
areas, people must not mingle indoors with anyone they do not live with or have formed
a support bubble with.

Whilst engaging in an activity in the place of worship, or surrounding grounds, all
parties should adhere to social distancing guidelines at all times, even within a group
of six or where a specific activity-based exemption is applicable. This means people
should be 2 metres apart or more than 1 metre apart as well as taking extra steps to stay
safe (such as wearing face coverings) to reduce the risk of transmission.
